Op Shop: 
 

The Op Shop continues to serve the community by raising much needed 
funds for the Parish and the Charities which we support. 
The back room is a more pleasant working space since the installation of the 
carpet rescued from the church renovations and the shop is much cooler in 
hot weather with new ceiling fans. 
We now have two of out workers back on the ‘payroll’ with the recent raising 
of the upper level age limit to 90 – Hooray!!!!

Prayer Chain: 

Members of the prayer chain pray daily for the names are on the chain. 
Member pray using a prayer sheet or their own individual prayers. Knowing 
that we are praying for people daily gives comfort and hope to these people, 
their families and friends. 
 

The prayer chain leaders are given the name of someone who is in need of 
God’s special care. We write the date and the name on our prayer chain list 
with a brief account of why our prayers have been asked. We then ring the 
second person on our chain and pass on this information, this person then 
rings the third person and so it is passed down the chain. If the person you 
ring does not answer and the matter is urgent, the contact person below them 
on the chain is then contacted. 
 

There are two prayer chains in the Parish, one regular chain and one 
permanent. The names are left on the regular chain for two months. The 
names may be renewed after two months. With the permanent list, the name 
stays on it until advised differently. In the case of a death, the name is 
transferred to the regular list with family and friends. We give thanks for the 
life of this person and pray for acceptance and peace for their family and 
friends. 
 

Prayer is opening ourselves to God. 
It should be our first resource – not our last recourse.

Box Forest College Chaplain’s News 
Term 1 2007         Chris Helm 
Greetings and Shalom for 2007. The face of Box 
Forest, and Chaplaincy therein, has changed 
significantly in the past 5 months. Our beloved Dave 
Fuller has left me in the lurch… but he has a good 
excuse. He is now my boss!!! Dave was appointed as 
the new Director of Chaplaincy Services for Victoria, 
and now has an in-tray bigger than Ben Hur (not that 
Ben Hur had an in-tray, but anyway). 
 

This means that we are seeking out a Chaplain to 
replace Dave for one day per week. Please pray for us, 
that we can appoint someone godly, compassionate 
and with a great understanding of the needs of this 
community. 
 

This coincides with a renewed interest in and uptake of 
schools chaplaincy, following the National Schools Chaplaincy Program. The 
CCES has been bombarded with expressions of interest from schools and 
prospective chaplains, now that the government is offering up to $20,000 to 
schools who want to employ a Chaplain or enhance an existing Chaplaincy. 
Box Forest is applying (I am working on the application at the moment) - 
$20,000 will be very helpful, as the school’s budget has reduced across the 
board again this year, following reduced student. 
 

I have been quite busy supporting new students to the college, particularly 
some who suffer from quite severe school phobia. This inevitably involves 
supporting the parents as well, who are understandably anxious to see their 
children settle comfortably into the new environment. This will be a long, 
ongoing task. 
 

Some exciting news for my, both personally and professionally, is that I have 
been accepted into the Arrow Leadership Program for 2007/2008. Details of 
the program can be found at http://www.arrowaustralia.com.au, but in short, it 
is a program that takes 35 young, Christian leaders from around Australia for 
2 years. The program looks to develop that potential and connect the 
participants with mentors and key leaders who can train, support and develop 
them, whilst they maintain their work/ministry. 
 

I am working with CASA House (Centre Against Sexual Assault) to develop 
and run a violence prevention program with Year 10’s. This also involves 
training Year 11 and 12 students who have done the program in past years as 
‘Peer Educators’, to help deliver the program and give a peer’s perspective.  
This is very exciting work, and addressing a very real need, as many young 
people are not necessarily learning healthy and respectful ways of relating 
socially and sexually.
